Our 100 km event, like the 100 mile event back in June, is at Golden Green, the Hall being the start, finish and hub for two loops up onto the Greensand and into the Beult valley.

There are hills on the first loop, none of them are steep and they are kept to a minimum. 
The second loop is longer but as flat as you can get in mid Kent. 

Entry arrangements are flexible. You can simply register with me and fill in the form on the day, or print off the entry form, complete it and post it to me [or bring it with you on the day], or save a copy of the form in your own name, complete it on line and email it to me. You can send me a cheque or pay by cheque or cash on the day. [cheques payable to R. Seall]. There is a £2 surcharge for on the line entries if you haven’t notified me in advance.
Light refreshments [other than drinks] will be available all day for a charge of £2.
As usual you are expected to support West Kent CTC events either by entering [for which you will get 10 points], by offering your help or riding one of the two loops [for which you will get 6 points] or for riding to the event [for which you will get one point]. 
Note that you will not get any points for any other rides on that day.
Please note that the directions are only available as a traditional printed route sheet. 
Also note that information checkpoints MUST be observed and completed on your Brevet card or it will NOT be accepted as proof of completing the event.
